The boat will be
exclusive to the ARBH Bridge group and will meet outside the Haven Hotel
and cruise to Poole Quay where we will disembark for a light lunch. On the
return journey, tfake a unique look at all five islands, the Dorset Lakelands,
the Isle of Purbeck, busy Poole Harbour and the commercial areas that
give the town its heartbeat. The boat will also sail around Brownsea Island
which has over 500 acres of woodland, managed by the National Trust, and
is home to sea birds, silka deer and the rare red squirrel.

Poole Harbour:

Poole is positioned on a very popular stretch of coastline, with the resort
of Bournemouth to the east, Studland to the south and the Jurassic coast
southwest. The town has grown rapidly, and Sandbanks, a small sand spit
across part of the harbour mouth, is so popular that it has the fourth
highest land value, by area, in the world.

Poole Harbour is the second largest natural harbour in the world, after
Sydney, and has been a working port for many hundreds of years. The port
can no longer take the largest ships due to the shallow water but is home
to Sunseeker, manufacturers of luxury yachts and the departure point for
ferries to France. The harbour is noted for its ecology, supporting varied
habitats as well as the Brownsea Island nature reserve. The quayside and
harbour was the place from which some ships departed for the D-Day
landings of World War Two.

A good
train to get is the 13.35 from Waterloo to Parkstone (Dorset), arriving 15.32
and you can take a 10 minute taxi ride to the hotel. Travel costs are not
included in the package price and travel is not organised by ARBH.

From London: Either take the M4 and M25 or take the A3 and M25, onto the M3. Continue
onto the M27, then the A31 and finally the A338. At the roundabout, take the 2™ exit onto
Wessex Way and continue on this road until you come to another roundabout and take the
2" exit onto The Avenue (B3065). Continue until another roundabout where you take the
first exit onto Haven Road (B3065) and then turn left onto Shore Road (B3369). After
0.1 mile, bear right onto Banks Road (B3369) and then after 0.7 miles, at the roundabout,
take the first exit, continuing on Banks Road (B3369). After half a mile, turn left onto
Ferry Way and you will see the Sandbanks Hotel after 0.1 mile. Journey time approximately
two hours by car.
